Health check-up & Patient counselling camp

Village Singod

This year as a part of celebration of 2" National Pharmacovigilance Week and
completing 75 years of Independence of India which is being celebrated as Azadi ka Amrit
Mahotsav, Department of Pharmacy Practice, Maliba Pharmacy College and NSS cell of Uka
Tarsadia University had organized a health check-up and patient counselling camp at
community hall of Singod village, Bardoli on 21% September 2022. The event was coordinated
and managed by Mr. Trupal Rathod, Mr. Dhaval Joshi, Mrs. Ami Vyas, Dr. Shreyansh Rai, Dr.
Ayushi Alagiya under the guidance of Pharm D. coordinator Dr. Bhavin Vyas and University
NSS coordinator Dr. Gajanan Kalyankar. Mr. Hardik Vyas, faculty of BMIT, UTU had
managed local arrangements and provided an approval from village authority for smooth
conduction of this health camp.

A total of 30 Pharm D. students had actively participated with different assigned duties
like measuring blood pressure, blood sugar level monitoring, BMI, BMR monitoring,
medication history interview of patients and providing thorough counselling regarding the
drugs and diseases.

The camp was commenced at 10 am by felicitating dignitaries of Singod village. Firstly,
the students started registration of the patients followed by conducting a detailed screening
through measuring their height and weight. Several parameters were measured using Karada
scan machine which were BMI, BMR, skeletal mass and subcutaneous fat. Secondly,
measurement of blood pressure and blood sugar were conducted along with provision of
necessary counselling. In addition, the most important clinical pharmacy service which
included medication history interview and detailed patient counselling were carried out in
which all queries related to medication uses were addressed. Moreover, a physician Dr.
Yagnesh Vyas was appointed from ‘Jan Seva Kendra’ a unit managed by UTU, for primary
diagnosis of people participated in this camp.

A total of 60 people were benefited from this health camp. Moreover, they have
appreciated sincere and dedicated efforts executed by Pharm. D students and staff for
conducting this camp and they also wished to arrange such kind of noble and social activities
to be conducted in future for the benefits of village people.
